Carey McIntosh (1898-2001. 
 

Kathryn Allamong Jacob's Martha 
Carey Thomas, 1857-1935, 
Feminist and Pioneer Education 
included a diary entry by 
"precocious Martha Carey 
Thomas... at the age of fourteen in 
1871...."  It was: 
 

If ever I live and grow up, my one 
aim and concentrated purpose shall 
be and is to show that women can 
learn, can reason, compete with men 
in the grand fields of literature and 
science and conjecture..., that a 
woman can be a woman, and a true 
one, without having all her time 
ingrossed in dress and society. 
 

Further, Jacob wrote that ...unlike 
most childish resolutions, this one

Tradition indicates that one 
professor permitted her to come to 
his class "if she sat behind a 
screen..." 
 

Although she passed her first year 
examinations, when she learned 
that "...she would be excluded from 
classes for a second year..., she 
withdrew. [Note: "Forty years later, 
she would become the first woman 
to receive an honorary degree from 
Johns Hopkins."]   
 

Once again Carey was successful in 
overcoming her father's objections 
and in 1879 she departed for 
Germany to study at the University 
of Leipzig where she completed 
requirements for a doctorate.  A 
degree was refused "because of her 
gender".  She transferred to the 
University of Zurich where she 
was awarded the Ph.D summa cum 
laude.   
 
While M. Carey Thomas was in 
Europe, she "heard news of the 
proposed women's college at Bryn 
Mawr".  At age 27 she applied for a 
position; in 1884 she was selected 
as Dean of the College and first 
Professor of English.  In 1893 she 
was named 2nd President of Bryn 
Mawr, a distinct accomplishment!

MD Historical Society:  http://www.mdhs.org 
was kept.  In the years that 
followed, the name of M. Carey 
Thomas** became synonymous 
with outstanding scholarship and 
the "new woman" who demanded 
broader educational opportunities.... 
 

As the eldest of ten children born 
into the Dr. James Carey and Mary 
(Whitall) Thomas*** family of 
"prominent Baltimore Quakers", 
she  clamored to "...learn how to 
read..." by age three.  She attended 
a "local dames school" in the mid-
1960's.  "Minnie" was dissatisfied 
when the years of schooling 
"thought appropriate for young 
women came to an end."   
 

In 1872 she was allowed by her 
father to attend the "newly opened 
Howland Institute for Girls in New 
York, whose catalogue promised 
"sound, hard work, and no frills."  
Her father, newly named as trustee 
of the new Johns Hopkins 
University, asked her to investigate 
Cornell University for him.  "From 
his point of view, sending Carey to 
see Cornell was a mistake.  It had 
recently opened its doors to women 
in 1868."   
 

Even though Dr. Thomas did not 
"approve of her going to a real 
college and a coeducational one at 
that", he eventually agreed and she 
received a bachelor's degree from 
Cornell in 1877.  Next she applied 
for admission in the Master's 
program at Johns Hopkins 
University, which had agreed to 
"...consider each female applicant 
separately..." although they refused 
"...to admit women as a general 
policy."  Her admission "...was 
qualified by the phrase 'without 
class attendance'..."  She could be 
"tutored privately and infrequently..."

According to the transcriber, Carol 
Worth Kinney Grimes, Nina was 
age ten when she began writing her 
journal. (The transcription is "as 
written". )

This has been the most rainy day 
that I have seen for some time.  The 
run down in the orchard is all most 
full and the yard by the spouts 
where the water comes out is 
allmost coverd.  O now I have 
some thing funny to tell when I was 
coming across the board that lies 
across the streem, I slipped & the 
first thing that I knew I was on my 
back in the run head & all.  I 
scrambled the best way I could & 
called Lahla my cousen but she 
thought that I was in fun & went 
on.  but I made a sudden spring & 
screeming again & she looked 
around & saw me in the run & 
come to help me out, but before she 
reached me I had raised my self up 
& then when she got to me she 
helped me out.  I was wet all over 
& hurt some.

March 4th

It rained all night I whould wake up 
& the wind would be whistling 
through the key holes of the dores 
or rateling the windows, like some 
old Witch & some persons would 
have thought so perhaps & would 
get up & put the chairs aganst the 
doors & set the dogs on the 
supposed Wicthes & post them 
selfs at the doors with thier guns on 
their shoulders as though there was 
going to take place a batle. 
 
Carey March 7, 1860 
Dear Journal, It is to bad but I 
cannot get a chance to write only 
once in a while.   A great blank 
here & another there but hear it is 
& I have to jump & run, good by.  
Lahla & I are trying to make some 
wings but I don’t know where we 
will fly to when we get them. 
 
 

 

April 10th  
Pa is setting out Apple trees & he 
wants me to write down where 
the diferant kinds of apples are so 
that he can know what they are 
when he moves them & I am in 
the garden helping him. 
 
Appril 11 
How pleasant it is to what was 
yesterday:  the sun shines as 
brightly as it can & this is the 
kind of weather that I like 
because every thing looks so 
lively & pretty. 
 
April 16th  
It is such a pretty morning the sun 
shines so brightly & I would like 
to go & gather some wild 
flowers.  I went riding with Pa the 
other day & saw some such pretty 
ones.  I will go now & ask Ma to 
go with me. 
 
Noon 
I have been to gather wild flowers 
but I did not get any except those 
that Ma  
asked Pa to get for me.  they are 
of a bright Yellow collor & are 
very pretty.  I think very much of 
all flowers. 
 
April 17th   6  O’Clock 
What a warm sultry day it has 
been & it looks just like rain, but 
I don’t know whether it is a going 
to, or not.  I have got my dress 
done all but the tucks & Evaline 
our seamstress is baisting it now, 
so I write in my Journal while she 
does it. 
 
Apr 19th      2 O’clock 
It is a very nice day, except the 
cold weather.  Pa gave me some 
pet lambs to take care of. I don’t 
know whether I can or not, but I 
will try for I like to have pet 
lambs. 

 

April 22nd   11 O’clock 
I have made my pet lambs lives 
& they look just as nice as can be.  
I have got my dress done, & have 
commenced to make Abba one.  I 
guess that I will go to Carey to 
day but I don’t know.   
 
After noon 
Oh dear me!  I cant go to Carey 
with Pa & Ma to day; but never 
mind I can go Sunday with Pa, 
when he goes for Ma if the 
weather is good. 
 

April 30th   9 O’clock 
This is the last of April and to 
morrow is the first of my favorite 
month.  I think that May & June 
are the prettyest months in the 
year; but we havent made any 
garden yet.  That is too bad, but 
never mind, we will make some 
in May. 
 

May 1st

Our beautiful May  
Has come to day.   
With sky so blue,

June 3rd  
It is a funney day part of the time it is 
cloudy & cold & part of the time 
clear.

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December of 1830, he and Jonathan 
Carey each obtained land grants in 
the county.  They lived near each 
other in White River Township, so 
it appeared they might be related.  
However, years of research by the 
late Clifford Carey, Jonathan’s 
descendant and family genealogist, 
failed to find a link. 
 
The 1850 census of Hamilton 
County lists five children in James’ 
household, i.e., Allen, Susannah, 
Mary, Peter, and Sarah.  None of 
the family is  listed in the county's 
1860 census.  The author searched 
for a later record of them for years 
before learning that there was a 
Peter Carey included in A 
Biographical History of Central 
Kansas, published by Lewis 
Publishing Company, New York 
City, in 1902.  A microfilm copy of 
the bookwas found in the Family 
History Library at Salt Lake City.  
Peter’s biography clearly identifies 
him, his parents, and his siblings as 
identical to the Careys in the 1850 
Hamilton County census.  Better 
still, it identifies his grandfather as 
Solomon Carey, a native of Ireland 
who was in the English army 
during the Revolutionary War, but 
deserted and joined the American 
army.  It says that Solomon’s son 
James was born in Maryland and 
that Solomon became an Ohio 
pioneer, settling near Chillicothe in 
Ross County. 
 
With that information, the author 
looked for Solomon in the early 
Maryland census reports and found 
him in Worcester County in 1790 
(p175) with one female and one 
male under age 16.  He is listed 
there again in the 1800 census 
(p207) and 1810 census (p583) 
with a wife and one son, i.e., 
James, who was apparently an only 
child. Solomon has not been 
located  in a census after 1810.

However, Ross County, Ohio, land 
records show that on 2 December 
1836, a Solomon Carey purchased 
an 80-acre tract and a 100-acre tract 
in Range 5, Township 20, Section 
15 in the county for $1.25 per acre. 
 
Solomon may be the elderly male 
(i.e. born between 1750 and 1760) 
listed in his son James’ household 
in the 1830 and 1840 census of 
White River Township, Hamilton 
County, Indiana. 
 
According to Peter’s biography, he 
and his wife, the former Susan Ann 
Broyles, were married on 22 
October 1857 in Hamilton County 
and until 1860 lived on the farm 
where he had been born.  They then 
sold that farm and bought a place in 
Tipton County, Indiana.  During 
the Civil War, Peter joined 
Company K, 47th Indiana Infantry 
of the Union Army and rose to the 
rank of second lieutenant.  He was 
wounded at the battle of Champion 
Hill where over half of his 
company was killed or wounded in 
less than half an hour.  After the 
war, Peter returned to Tipton 
County until 1876 when he moved 
his family to Reno County, Kansas.  
There he purchased 320 acres of 
land for $8.25 per acre and began 
farming and raising stock..  He later 
homesteaded 160 acres and 
purchased another 160 acres in the 
Sand Hills area of the county.  In 
1898, he retired to Burrton, Kansas, 
where he served as mayor, 
township treasurer, and member of 
the school board..  He was a Master 
Mason and a member of the 
Ancient Order of United Workmen.  
Peter and Susan had twelve 
children and eighteen 
grandchildren, most of whom lived 
in Kansas or the Oklahoma 
Territory at the time his biography 
was published in 1902.

Dorcas Carey Public Library, Carey, Ohio 
 

Several months ago a Carey/Cary Family member informed the  editor that a “Carey-related” postcard was available on 
eBay  The card, as shown, is entitled  Carnegie Library, Carey, Ohio.  [Published (no date) by Miller & McNeil,Carey; on 
the reverse side ‘Place One Cent Stamp Here’]  
 

Sandy Thomas, staff member, Dorcas Carey Free Library, responded to our inquiry about the history of the library. 
According to a memo of ‘March 27th 1905’, Edwin Brown, Mayor of Carey, promised  to pay the “Trustees of said Dorcas 
Carey Public Library the sum of Five Thousand ($5000.00) Dollars” . The Trustees received $8,000. from a fund for 
libraries, established by Andrew Carnegie. The Village of Carey committed “a yearly sum for the maintenance of said 
Library of not less than Eight Hundred ($800.00) Dollars.”  The library was named after Mr. Brown’s wife's (Cinderella) 
mother, Dorcas (wife of Judge John Carey, founder of Carey). 

 

 
 

 

Sandy also sent a copy of the same card, postmarked Oct. 18, 
1906, addressed to Mr. J. H. Jacoby, Alvada, Ohio, with a 
message “Hello, Joe, and how are you.  I’m still among  the 
living after attending church so often…I want to see this building 
dedicated…going to Carey in the evening.  I’ll be there if it 
doesn’t rain.”   
 

The program was entitled Dedication of the Dorcas Carey Public 
Library at Snyder’s  Opera House, Friday, October nineteenth, 
One thousand nine hundred and six, Carey, Ohio.  At 1:30 o’clock 
an assembly of Carey Public Schools occurred, with children 
“marching from the schools in charge of the teachers.”  Rev. 
Olive spoke on’The Library as an Influence in Character 
Building’, in addition to other library-related topics.  The 7:30 
dedication  included “The Power of Good Books” by Rev. 
Bowers and “The Public Library in Relation to the Citizen” by 
Homer Thrall.  The program reflected that the dedication was a 
major event in Carey!
